9. Locate Toyota Safety sense and 360° around
view camera plugs (positioned behind the
badge on the grille), and unplug from their
respective units prior to proceeding.

10. Ensure inner guards are unclipped from front
bumper.

11. Reach up from the wheel liners, and disconnect
the fog light wiring and front parking sensors —
(Right Hand side shown).
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12. Remove registration plate and set aside, then
carefully remove bumper from vehicle by
pulling on each side of the bumper near the
wheel arches and working your way towards
the centre.

Set grille and bumper aside on a soft non-
marking surface for re-use later in the fitment
procedure.

13. Using a paint pen or white marker, label each
parking sensor (Left or Right) prior to removing
from bumper.

Once marked, unclip parking sensors (2) from
bumper and store for reuse.

14. Remove the camera and camera bracket by
removing the two Philips head screws
connecting the bracket to the grille.

Note: Lower crush absorber is retained by
plastic clips. Levering absorber free with a
large screw driver may aid removal.
