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Parts List

Step One
PREPARING THE VEHICLE

• Make certain that the vehicle engine 
and all lights are turned off.

• Set the Emergency (Parking) Brake.

• Remove all personal possessions from 
the vehicle

Step Three 
SECURE SIDE STRAPS

Locate the three adjustable straps sewn on each 
side of the Canopy Cover. Pull the straps down 
and hook them to the bottom of the vehicle.

Make sure that the fabric fl ap inside the cover 
lays fl at behind the lower grommet.

Pull the end of each strap to tighten the straps 
so that the cover fi ts snugly on the vehicle.

Step Two
PLACE CANOPY COVER ON VEHICLE

Drape the Canopy Cover over the vehicle orienting the 
Canopy correctly with the side mirror darts over the side 
mirrors on the doors.

Canopy Cover Qty - 1
Stuff Sack Qty - 1

Step Four
SECURE PLASTIC STRIPS –
SOFT TOP VEHICLES ONLY

There are four (4) plastic strips sewn to each side 
of the Canopy Cover. Slip them into the belt rail 
retainer on the side of the vehicle.

Hook Straps to 
Bottom of Vehicle

Pull Strap to 
adjust Straps

If you have a Cargo Cover installed on 
your vehicle, use only the adjustable 

straps to hold the Canopy Cover in place.

Pull down gently 
and slip plastic 
into retainer
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Step Five 
SECURE REAR OF COVER

Locate the two adjustable straps 
sewn on the rear of the Canopy 
Cover. Pull the straps down and 
hook them to the bottom of the 
tailgate. Adjust the tension as 
needed.

Step Six – Optional
INSTALL CABLE LOCK

The grommet on each side of the vehicle is 
to secure the cover to the vehicle. Thread 
a cable and lock through the grommet and 
through the mirror to secure the cover.

Care and Maintenance of your New Canopy Cover
Your Canopy Cover is made of the fi nest materials available.  To keep it looking new and for the maximum possible wear, it will need 
periodic cleaning and maintenance.

Washing: The fabric should be washed often using soap, warm water and a soft bristle brush.  Rinse with clear water to remove all 
traces of soap.  

Water:  Seeping through at the seams may be stopped by applying 3-M Scotchgard® on the inside of the seams.  Rips in the fabric 
may be repaired with Bondex® iron on patches.  Iron the patches to the Inside of the top, carefully following the Bondex® instructions.
