Instruction Notes: The fascia and windshield washer fluid reservoir are removed and reinstalled for the
receiver hitch installation. Some drilling and trimming is required.

Place all components that are removed on a flat, sturdy surface. All items will be reinstalled unless otherwise
noted after the receiver hitch is installed.

The dimensional variations between otherwise identical vehicles can be considerable. While the receiver hitch
was designed for easy installation, it may be necessary to tailor the hitch slightly to compensate for vehicle
manufacturer’s tolerances.

» Handling of some cosmetic parts when installing this product may require the use of protective
covers, rags, specialty tools, etc. to prevent damage.

DO NOT use the hitch if it is
damaged or missing parts.

If a bolt is lost or in need of
replacement, for your safety and the preservation of your hitch receiver, be sure to use a replacement bolt of the same grade (In most cases it will be
Grade 8, please reference the parts list above). Replacement parts may be ordered through your nearest Blue Ox® Dealer or Distributor. Failing to follow
and/or altering these installation instructions in either installation or required equipment will void the manufacturer’s warranty.
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1. Open lift gate of the vehicle. Pull up on the tab to bottom compartment. Lift handle to
secondary compartment. Unscrew the cap in the bottom to access the nut holding the spare
tire in place. Using the wrench provided with the roadside assistance tools let down the spare
tire to allow clearance for receiver hitch installation.

2. Support exhaust using a jack or stand. Remove the four (4) rubber isolators from the exhaust
rods on the passenger side of vehicle. Lower exhaust(s) to allow for receiver hitch installation.

Note: This can be done using Exhaust Hanger Removal Pliers or a 5/8” Open End Wrench.
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3. Remove the three (3) push pins (white) from the plastic piece on the driver side of the vehicle.
Then using a 14MM socket with 10” extension, remove the two (2) nuts (gray). Remove plastic
piece and set aside to be reinstalled later.

4. Using a wire brush, clean out the side
holes on each side of the frame piece. Do
this on both sides of the vehicle.

5. Raise the receiver hitch into place and
start two (2) 10MM bolts with 7/16” conical
washers into the bottom holes. Ensure the
teeth of the conical washers are towards
the hitch. Leave loose. Do this on both
sides of the vehicle.
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Install two (2) 1/2” bolts with 1/2” conical
washers and hex nuts into side holes.
Ensure the teeth of the conical washers
are towards the hitch. Do this on both
sides of the vehicle. Tighten all bolts at
this time.

Note: May need to press up slightly on the
heat shield to install washers.

** Tighten 10MM bolts to 31 ft/lbs. **
** Tighten 1/2 bolts to 119 ft/lbs. **
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Reinstall plastic piece on driver side of
the vehicle. Raise exhaust back into
place. Raise the tire back into the stored
position.

Note: When raising tire, push tire slightly
towards the front of the vehicle to allow for
receiver hitch clearance.
