•	Do not use any open flame under the truck bed to cut or weld. There is extreme danger of

Some 
drilling and trimming is required.

While this hitch 
was designed for easy installation, it may be necessary to modify the hitch slightly to compensate for 
vehicle manufacturer’s tolerances.

Fitment Note:  Hitches manufactured prior to 4/14/16 will not fit 2016 model 
vehicles with the frame mounted brake line re-location bracket. 
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1.	 Using the vehicles jack handle tool, 
remove the spare tire as per vehicles 
owners manual.

3.	 On the passenger side only, using a 
10MM socket, remove the two (2) bolts 
from the exhaust hanger.



4.	 Further back, drop the exhaust by sliding 
the rubber insulators off the hanger studs.

	 Note: Using silicone spray on the 
insulators eases removal from hangers.







2.	 On the inside of the bed, measure from the 
rear (not the tailgate) forward 46-1/8” and 
mark. Measure between the wheel wells 
and mark center. Using a 5” hole saw, drill a 
hole thru the bed. 

	 Note: Using a board while drilling 
decreases chances of the bit wobbling 
out of position (left inset). It is also 
recommended to deburr the hole so the 
hitch will sit tight against the bed (right 
inset).
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5.	 Install the rear cross member (36-1/2”L) 
in front of the hole then slide back to the 
backside of the hole (gray). 

	 Slide the front cross member (37-1/2”L) 
in at an angle until forward of the hole 
(white).

6.	 Install the center section, aligning with the 
hole in the bed. Secure in place.

7.	 On both sides of the center section, bolt 
the cross members to the center section 
with four (4) 1/2”-13 x 1-1/2” bolts with 
1/2” washers and 1/2”-13 lock nuts on the 
inside. Do not fully tighten hardware.

8.	 On the driver side, attach the support 
plate to the 5/8”-11 studs of the cross 
member with a 5/8” washer on the slotted 
end and 5/8”-11 lock nuts on both (white). 
Install 1/2”-13 x 1-1/2” bolts with 1/2”-13 
lock nuts into the lower three (3) holes, 
with a 1/4” spacer on the inside of the 
middle hole (gray). 














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9.	 Repeat the same steps from step #8 
on the passenger side. If the vehicle 
is equipped with air bags, the nut and 
washer must be removed prior to support 
plate installment (inset).  Then reattach 
the washer and nut to the stud after the 
support plate is installed. Fully tighten 
both support plates hardware.

11.	 Fully tighten all cross member/center 
section hardware. Then using a 19/32” 
drill bit, drill the two (2) holes closest to the 
ball thru the bed. Do this on both sides.

	 Insert the 1/2”-13 u-bolts thru the holes 
from the topside. Install a 1/2” flat washer, 
spring, another 1/2” flat washer and 1/2”-
13 lock nut onto each u-bolt stud. Tighten 
until the washers are touching the spring 
without compressing it. 

12.	 Reinstall the exhaust hanger to the frame 
with three (3) 3/8” washers in between the 
frame and hanger. Reinstall the exhaust 
to the factory hangers. Reinstall the spare 
tire per the vehicles owners manual.






10.	 Check the rotation of the top collar at 

this time to insure the bed is not rubbing 
against it and it can rotate freely. If 
necessary drop the center section and 
remove any obstructions.

2.	 Align the ball with the collar and drop the 
ball into the hitch. Release the locking 
collar.
