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NO DRILLING REQUIRED

1)  Fishwire a carriage bolt and large spacer through the end of the box frame and into the rearmost hole of the 

     frame.  Be sure the short side of the spacer faces the front of the vehicle.

 

2)  Reverse fishwire a carriage bolt and small spacer through the existing hole it is to be fastened to.

 

3)  Raise the hitch into position and attach a 1/2" flange nut to each carriage bolt.  Do not tighten at this time.

 

4)  With the hitch in place, insert the threaded block spacers through the access slot on the back side of the

     bumper.  While holding the nut in place insert the 1/2" hex bolts and lockwashers provided.

 

5)  Torque all hardware to 110 lb.-ft.
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
