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RECOMMENDED MOUNTING CONFIGURATIONS

When mounting a pintle to a flat plate

or bumper, insert the 1/2" socket head
cap screws (#3) through the pintle and
mounting plate as shown. Secure with
1/2" lock washers (#2) and hex nuts (#1)
on the back side of the mounting plate.

Torque all four fasteners to 100 ft-Ibs.

When installing a pintle on a 2" or 2-1/2"
shank-mounted plate, insert the 1/2" socket
head cap screws (#3) from the back side of
the plate through the pintle. Secure with 1/2"
lock washers (#2) and hex nuts (#1) as shown.

Torque all four fasteners to 100 ft-Ibs.
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
