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Step 1
Place the tool box in the truck bed.

Using a tape measure, make sure the
tool box is centered in the truck bed.

Open the tool box lid. Ensure there
is clearance between the open lid
and the top and back of the cab.

Note: Refer to the manual included
with the vehicle specific hardware pack
for further installation instructions.

Step 2
Tool boxes come with adjustable strikers.

If the strikers are ever out of alignment,
simply loosen, adjust and re-tighten.

Periodically lubricate the strikers and
locks to ensure optimum performance.

Step 3

With the crossover tool box installed, periodic
inspections should be performed to ensure
all mounting hardware remains tight.
