ASSEMBLY

This technique can be used if exhaust
hanger removal pliers are not available.

Using a 5/8" open end wrench, slide
the wrench up to the rubber isolator,
cradling the hanger rod as shown.

Place the flat edge of a pry bar between
the wrench and the hanger stop or hanger
rod. Then simply rotate the pry bar toward
the wrench to remove the rubber isolator.

Note: Using a lubricant or soapy
water on the hanger rod and the
rubber isolator helps removal.

Insert coiled end of fishwire tool through hitch
mounting hole in vehicle frame rail and out the
access hole. Pass coiled end of fishwire
through spacer and thread bolt into
coil. Kink wire to keep spacer
seperate from bolt as shown.
Pull fishwire, spacer and
bolt through frame and
out mounting hole. Use
fishwire to guide hitch during mounting and
prevent loss of bolt or spacer inside frame rail.

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Step 1

Lower the exhaust by removing 
the five rear rubber isolators. See 
rubber isolator removal diagram.

If needed to access outside hangers, 
remove plastic underbody panels by 
removing plastic fittings (seven per side).

Note: Support the exhaust as required.

Step 4

Fishwire the 1/2" hardware through the 
access hole into position on both sides, 
as shown. Reinstall the heat shield with 
three of the fasteners, leaving out the 
one between the mounting holes.

Step 2

Remove the heat shield by removing 
the four small screws with a 10mm 
socket. Cut a hole in the heat shield 
as shown in the diagram to the right.

Step 3

Remove the six rubber plugs from the frame 
(one large and two small, from each frame rail).  
Enlarge the access hole on both sides to allow 
the 1/2" fasteners to pass into the frame rail.

Torque all 1/2" fasteners to 110 ft-lbs.

Reinstall the exhaust and 
underbody panels onto the vehicle.
