STEP 1

Assembly will beginwiththe left (driver’s) side
ofthe vehicle. All picturesand instructions depictthe
installation onthe leftside of the vehicle. Install the upper
bracket of your Ride-Rite Air Helper Springr kit ac-
cordingtothekitsinstallationinstructions. Next, install
theairspring spacer to the bottom of the air spring using
the 3/8"-16 x 3/4” flange bolt out of the Ride-Rite Air
Helper Spring kit. Make surethatthe stickerisinstalled
towardsthe rear of the vehicle.

STEP 2

Locate the 7/16™ x 1 1/2” bolts, 7/16 flat
washersand 7/16" lock washersand your lower bracket
out of your Ride-Rite Air Helper Spring kit. The air

spring mounting hole or holesin the lower bracketwill
havetobedrilledoutto 7/16". Mountthe lower bracket
to the bottom of the spacer using 7/16™ x 1 1/2” bolt, 7/
16 flatwasherand 7/16 lock washer. Make sureto use
Loctite®when installing these bolts

STEP 3

Please refer back to your Ride-Rite Air Helper
Springinstallation manual tocomplete the lower bracket
installationandto finish the installation of the kit.

STEP 4

Follow Steps 1 — 3 for the assembly and
installation of the right, or passenger’sside assembly.
