Note: Weldnut cleaning may be required prior to hitch installation.  Use a wire brush and/or spray lubricant to clean the weldnut

          threads.

 

1.) Remove the driver side plastic panel, if equipped.  Remove the plastic rivets and screws (6 places) securing the panel and

     return to owner.

 

2.) Lower the exhaust by removing the (4) rearmost rubber isolators from the muffler hangers.  Support exhaust from underneath.

 

3.) Raise hitch into position and loosely secure by installing M12 bolts and washers with a 19mm socket as shown.

 

4.) Torque all M12 hardware to 86 ft-lb.  Reattach all exhaust hangers.
