Test Drive:

1. With the fransmission in neutral or park and the parking brake engaged, start the engine. Listen for air leaks or odd noises. If air leaks are de-
tected, secure hoses and connections. For any odd noises, inspect entire system for cause and adjust infake as needed. The Injen infake will func-
tion identically to the factory system but will be louder and more powerful.
