Tools Needed:

1. Preparing Vehicle Screw driver
a. Make sure vehicle is parked on level surface. Large pliers
b. Set the parking brake.
c. If engine has run in the past two hours, let it cool down.
d. Disconnect negative battery terminal.
e. Do not discard stock components after removal of the factory system.
f. Open the air intake kit package and make sure all parts are included.

2. Removal of stock system

a. Disengage spring clamp retaining the factory sound b. Pull the other end of the sound tube off where
tube to the factory intake duct. shown. If the clamp is not loose enough to allow the
tube to be pulled off, cut it off. Install provided cap.

c. Remove the engine cover by lifting up firmly at all four d. Disconnect the three remaining quick-disconnect lines

4. Reassemble Vehicle
a. Position all components for the best fitment. Be sure that they do not contact any unintended part of the vehicle.
b. Check for proper hood clearance. Re-adjust components if necessary and re-tighten them.
c. Inspect the engine bay for any loose tools and check that all fasteners that were moved or removed are properly
tightened.
d. Reconnect negative battery terminal and start engine. Let the vehicle idle for 3 minutes. Perform a final inspec-
tion before driving the vehicle.

5. Service and Maintenance

a. AEM Induction Systems requires cleaning the intake system’s air filter element every 100,000 miles. When
used in dusty or off-road environments, our filters will require cleaning more often. We recommend that you
visually inspect your filter once every 25,000 miles to determine if the screen is still visible. When the screen
is no longer visible some place on the filter element, it is time to clean it. To clean, purchase our Synthetic air
filter cleaner, part number 1-1000 and follow the easy instructions.

b. Use window cleaner to clean your powder coated AEM® intake tube.
NOTE: DO NOT USE aluminum polish on powder coated AEM® intake tubes.
