JACKING, SUPPORTING, AND PREPARING THE VEHICLE

1. Park your vehicle on a smooth, level, concrete, or seasoned asphalt surface.

2. Block the front wheels of the vehicle using wheel chocks. Make sure the vehicle’s transmission is in “PARK” (automatic) or first
gear (manual).

3. Activate the parking brake.

4. Lift the rear of the vehicle off the ground using a properly rated floor jack. Lift the vehicle so the rear tires are approximately 6-8
inches off the ground.

5. Place support stands rated for the vehicle’s weight. The stands must be positioned in the factory specified locations. (Refer to
the owner’s manual). Prior to lowering the vehicle onto stands, make sure the support stands will contact the chassis. It is very
important that the vehicle is properly supported to prevent any harm to oneself or to the vehicle.

6. Lower the vehicle slowly onto the stands.

7. Remove the spare tire.
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§ Technician reminder:

Never work under a vehicle supported only by
a jack. It is necessary to place support stands
securely under the vehicle in the manufacturer’s
specified locations unless otherwise instructed.

8. Thoroughly lubricate the inside of the supplied pivot bushings using the grease packet included with the kit.

9. Place the bushings on both sides of the Belltech sway bar, centered on the first set of bends. Once located, rotate the bushings
slightly to evenly spread the lubricant. Place the bushing brackets over the bushings.

10. Ensure there is 1/32” to 1/16” of the bushing is showing after the bracket is seated. If the bushing is showing more than 1/16”,
use a sander or a sheet of coarse grit sandpaper to shave it down to the proper height.

11. Position the Belltech sway bar under the axle with the bar ends pointed toward the rear of the vehicle.

12. Carefully bend the hydraulic line away from the axle and place the U-bolts over the axle tube, just inside the shock mounts and
under the brake line, ensuring the brake line is not clamped underneath. Place the U-clamp on the U-bolt followed by the support
plate. Mount the sway bar and bushing bracket on the U-clamp. Hand tighten the supplied nuts on the U-bolt for now. Ensure the
sway bar is positioned below the axle.

13. Center the sway bar left to the right and front to rear. Position the U-bolts and clamps to the widest spacing possible, within the
lower shock mount backets. This will prevent the sway bar from shifting left or right while cornering.

14. The vehicle must be at ride height when the end link holes are marked for drilling. Use a floor jack to raise the rear axle until the
jack stands are just beginning to unload, check for vehicle stability. This will simulate ride height.

15. On the inside edge of the frame rails, make a mark approximately 10” from the backside of the bumper mount and approximately
3/4” from the bottom of the frame rail as shown in the diagram below.

16. Center punch the marks and drill a 3/8” hole through both sides of both frame rails.

17. Attach the end link brackets to frame rails drilled through holes using the supplied 3/8”-16 x 4” bolts, 3/8” washers, and Nyloc
nuts. Torque the nuts to 16 ft Ibs. Ensure not to over torque or crush frame rails.

18. Attach the ends of sway bar to the end link hangers as shown in the diagram. Assemble the end links with the 2-1/2” spacer tube
and 7” bolt for a lowered ride height or use a 5-1/2” spacer tube and a 10” bolt for a original ride height as shown in the diagram.
Tighten the end link nuts to the point where the spacer tube can still be forced to rotate on the bolt by hand, but the grommets

should not be able to rotate by hand.

19. Ensure the sway bar is centered directly under the axle. Torque the U-bolts and pivot bushing clamps to 20 ft Ibs.
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20. Lift the vehicle and remove the support stands.

21. Carefully lower the vehicle onto flat ground.
22. Check that all components and fasteners have been properly installed and torqued.
23. Attach the spare tire in its original position.

24. Read and perform all tasks in the “Before Driving Your Vehicle” section of page 1 of your instructions.
