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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

Stick each one of the rubber filler strips to the bed rail, adjacent to each rail spacer (black piece with
clamp written on it), prior to installing the mounting rail. Tip: Lay the cover mounting rail on top of the
truck bed rail, drain tube towards the cab, to help indicate position of the rubber filler strips. The
rubber filler strips should be mounted on the lower portion of the bed rail to fill the gap between the
metal bed rail lip and plastic bed cap ( Figure 3 ). At the front, 2 rubber filler strips per rail will be
used, one on each side of the metal stamping ( protrusion ). At the rear, place the rubber filler strips
on the front side of the metal stamping ( protrusion ).

Note: The use of the rubber filler strips are critical in that they will help keep the mounting rails from
leaning inward/ downward and if your truck is equipped with the Multi-Pro Tailgate with grab handle
option, they will help prevent the mounting rail from coming in contact with the top of the grab handle.

1. Attach both left and right side rails to the truck bed. The end of the mounting rail with the drain tube fitting
will go towards the cab of the truck, position flush to bulkhead.

2. Position the top edge horizontal surface flush to bed rail.

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3. Using three (3) clamps per side attach the rail to the bed, position the clamps adjacent to each of the black
rail spacers. (Tip: Mount the center clamp first but do not tighten completely. This will give you the ability to
adjust the rail as the outer clamps are attached)

4. Tighten the clamps using a 1/2” socket. Install the bulkhead seal to the top of the front rail of the truck bed
and cut to length.

Warning! Do not overtighten the clamp
assembly. A torque wrench is not necessary. If
preferred, torque is apx 120 inch Ibs.

5 & 6. Slide the two front pre-staked cover retainer assemblies into the track on the underside of the tonneau

cover, do not remove bolt from assembly.

7. Place the tonneau onto the mounting rails with the smallest panel towards the cab of the truck and with the

front flap covering the bulkhead.

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9. Test the rear latching assembly for smooth operation as this is the best indicator of the cover being posi-
tioned correctly. Be sure the latches on both sides are engaging with the cover mounting rail.

10 & 11. Once the cover is located correctly, fold the cover to the open position. Pull the release cables on the
rear panel to release it from the side rail. Take care to fold it gently so the position of the cover is not
disturbed.
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12. Once in the open position place the front pre-staked cover retainer assembilies, ( retainer clamp, flat
washer, lock washer, star knob and front mounting bolt ), underneath the cover and so that the retainer clamp
engages into the mounting rail and hand tighten. Be sure the front retainer clamp is clamping to the side rail
correctly. Test the cover again for proper operation, adjust as needed, then tighten the star knobs.

13. Attach the prop rod to the side rail.

14. Attach the drain tubes to the fittings at the front of the bed rail and position the tubes to divert water out
of the truck bed. This can be done by placing the tube behind a bed liner, through an existing hole in the bed,
or by drilling a 5/8" hole in the bulkhead or bed floor.

Note: If you choose to place the tube behind your bed liner, be sure your drain holes in the bed are not
clogged.

Note: If you choose to drill holes, check to make sure the area is free and clear of any obstructions below/
behind the bed. Be sure to clean up metal shavings.
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OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS

1 & 2.To open the cover: Lower the tailgate and pull the cable. While pulling on the cable lift the panel up
and towards the cab, repeat for the next panel.

3,4 & 5. If this is as far as you would like to open the cover, you can secure it in this position. Release the strap
from the stowed position by squeezing the tabs. Attach the buckle at the bulkhead, pull the strap to take up
the slack and secure the cover. Repeat this for the opposite side.

8 & 9. Snap the prop to the mount on the cover, repeat for the other side. To close simply reverse this process.
