3. Discard old lanyard assembly. 
4. Insert “L” pin into square hole in lift bracket 

and insert hair pin clip. 
5. Hold large washer up to frame bracket over 

5/8” threaded hole. 
6. Insert 5/8” Dog Point Bolt through washer and 

tighten to 45-55 ft. lbs.  
7. Repeat steps 1-6 for other side.

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Procedure for the HD Lanyard: 

1. Remove Spring Bar from the Lift Bracket. 
2. Make a note of which hole the bolt was in then 

remove the single 5/8” Dog Point Bolt. Keep 
the Spring Bar Lift Bracket from falling.  

3. Remove hair pin clip from “L” pin. 
4. Discard old lanyard assembly. 
5. Insert the 5/8” Dog Point Bolt through the new 

washer and screw into the Frame Bracket nut a 
couple turns.  

6. Slide the Spring Bar Lift Bracket back into the 
Frame Bracket and line up the previously used 
hole with the Dog Point Bolt. Tighten the bolt, 
making sure the screw passes through the hole 
in the bracket and is not resting on the bracket 
face.
