Step 1

Remove the existing trailer ball hole cap from the

center of the bumper and return it to the vehicle owner.

Raise the trailer hitch into position and secure with the
provided 3/4" flat-head socket bolt (#5) through the
bumper and bumper support into the hitch.

Step 3

Secure the trailer hitch to the bumper support
with 1/2" serrated-flange nuts (#3).

Torque all 1/2" hardware to 110 Ib-ft
and all 3/4" hardware to 320 Ib-ft.

Step 2

Fishwire (#4) 1/2" carriage bolts (#1) and square-hole
spacers (#2) through the end of the bumper support
tube and into each mounting hole of the hitch.

FISHWIRE TECHNIQUE

Insert coiled end of fishwire tool through hitch
mounting hole in vehicle frame rail and out the
access hole. Pass coiled end of fishwire
through spacer and thread bolt into
coil. Kink wire to keep spacer

seperate from bolt as shown. ACCESS
Pull fishwire, spacer and HOLE
bolt through frame and MOUNTING

out mounting hole. Use
fishwire to guide hitch during mounting and
prevent loss of bolt or spacer inside frame rail.
