AXLE-BACK EXHAUST SYSTEM

REMOVAL:
1. Allow plenty of time for your vehicle to cool down prior to starting.  Exhaust reach     
high temperatures and may cause serious burns.  Always wear appropriate safety 
equipment including goggles and gloves. 
2. Read instructions prior to installation.  Use a penetrating lubricant and spray the 
exhaust clamp nut above the rear axle and along with both isolation rubber mounts 
before removal and re-installation. 

3. Use a vehicle hoist to raise vehicle to proper working height.  If a vehicle hoist is not 
available, raise the vehicle and securely support using jack stands.  Use of a jack or 
stand to support the muffler when removing or installing is recommended.

4. Release factory band clamp above the axle at the muffler inlet pipe. (Image 1)

5. With a stand or helper supporting the muffler 
assembly, find both the left and right mounts 
supporting the muffler assembly.  Use a 13MM
wrench to remove the lower bolt on both mounts
and with a 13MM extension socket remove the 
upper left and right bolts.  Carefully remove 
muffler assembly from the inlet pipe and lower
to the ground.

INSTALLATION:
1. Slide provided exhaust clamp onto the muffler inlet and install the left and right OEM 
factory mounts onto the MaxFlow Xtreme muffler hangers.  

2. Use a stand or helper to hold the muffler in place while placing the muffler assembly 
into position and sliding the muffler inlet onto the factory inlet pipe above the rear axle.  
Be sure to line up notch on the inlet pipe with the tab on the OEM inlet pipe.  

3. Install the black powder coated exhaust tips on the exit pipes of the muffler and
tighten both integrated clamps loosely to allow for possible adjustment.

4. Make all necessary adjustments for the muffler and tips for proper clearance and
looks. Fully tighten each clamp until connections are secure.
