STEP 1: (Carefully read all instructions before installation) Disconnect the 
vehicle’s battery before removal of the OEM exhaust system. This will prevent 
electrical accidents and will reset the computer if it applies to the vehicle. 
Remove existing exhaust system from the vehicle. Only remove parts that will 
be replaced. Clean existing flange with a wire brush to ensure proper sealing. 

STEP 2: 

For Standard Cab vehicles attach [5] Inlet Pipe Assembly to existing isolator and 
exhaust with supplied [4] Clamp and [3] Hanger Clamp. 

For Extended Cab vehicles trim to fit [2] Inlet Pipe cutting from the outlet end 
without the locator notch then attach to existing exhaust with supplied            
[1] Clamp. Attach [5] Inlet Pipe Assembly to existing isolator and [2] Inlet Pipe 
with supplied [4] Clamp and [3] Hanger Clamp. 

For Crew Cab vehicles attach [2] Inlet Pipe to existing exhaust with supplied   
[1] Clamp. Attach [5] Inlet Pipe Assembly to existing isolator and [2] Inlet Pipe 
with supplied [4] Clamp and  [3] Hanger Clamp. 

STEP 3: 

Attach [7] Muffler Assembly to existing isolators and  [5] Inlet Pipe Assembly 
with supplied [6] Clamp. 

STEP 4: 

Attach [9] Over-Axle Pipe Assembly to [7] Muffler Assembly with supplied     
[8] Clamp. 

STEP 5: 

Attach [10] Over-Axle Pipe Assembly to existing isolator and                              
[7] Muffler Assembly with supplied [8] Clamp. 

STEP 6: 

Attach [13] Tailpipe Assembly to existing isolator and                                           
[9] Over-Axle Pipe Assembly with supplied [11] Clamp. 

STEP 7: 

Attach [14] Tailpipe Assembly to existing isolator and                                         
[10] Over-Axle Pipe Assembly with supplied [12] Clamp. 

STEP 8: 

Ensure new exhaust is not contacting any portion of the underbody of the 
vehicle or drivetrain. 

STEP 9: Tighten all clamps and bolts starting from rear of the vehicle. (DO NOT 
EXCEED 30FT-LB WHEN TIGHTENING CLAMP AND CHECK ALL CLAMPS AFTER 
50 MILES. RETIGHTEN IF NECESSARY) 
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
