1. Remove the original shock towers by cutting around them flush with the surface of the inner fenders 

as shown in Figures 1 & 2. Some additional trimming will most likely be required at the rear to clear 
aftermarket suspension systems.

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2. On 1967-70 models the towers come to the top of the inner fender panels so if you are not welding 
the closeouts in place it would be beneficial to weld a piece of sheet metal along the top of the 
opening to create a flange to bolt in the closeout. 
 

3. Trim the closeout panels as shown in Figures 3 & 4 depending on the model year of your vehicle.
