COVER CARE AND MAINTENANCE
Hard Tops
Clean with mild automotive soap and water only. Do NOT use any strong chemicals or cleaners. Use of wax or polish is not 
recommended.

Maintenance
It is recommended that you periodically check that the cover is securely attached to your truck bed. Inspect the clamps and front 		
mounting bolts to ensure they were properly installed and have not come loose or knocked out of adjustment during operation. 
Covers that are used with high frequency or that are subject to the vibrations and impact from rough roadways can cause the 
cover to require adjustment.

IMPORTANT: NEVER spray any lubricant into the tracks. THIS WILL VOID YOUR WARRANTY. Lubricants, especially silicone 		
or petroleum-based, will attract dirt and debris which will lead to slow operation and will degrade the gaskets over time. If the 		
tracks feel a little ‘sticky’, you may spray some 303 Aerospace Protectant® inside the track and wipe with a clean rag to remove 		
any dirt or debris that has built up.

Housing Drains  
To ensure proper drainage, it is recommended that the canister housing be checked and cleared of any leaves, twigs or other 		
debris that may obstruct the drain tubes.

To remove the lid, first, make sure the Roll-N-Lock cover is fully closed at the tailgate. Remove the Phillips head screw on each 
side of the lid and slide the lid slightly forward toward the cab to disengage the set pins. Once free, the lid can be lifted and 
removed from the canister. DO NOT ALLOW THE COVER TO RETRACT WITH THE LID REMOVED. This could allow the cover 
to retract too far into the canister causing damage to the cover.
