The crossmember is engineered to work with OEM and aftermarket transmission mounts; all
while maintaining your current pinion angle. Low deflection polyurethane bushings are used in the
mounts to dampen driveline vibrations and noise. For racing applications the polyurethane bushings can

be replaced by optional solid bushings (TCB-SOLIDKIT).
* Magnum XL must use Ford OEM offset transmission mount (F6ZZ-6068-A)

* * TH-400 installs with GM style transmission mount and Stifflers mount adaptor TM-MO02 (See Notes below)
*** NOTE: Will NOT clear exhaust when running BBK long tube headers.
