INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

a) Raise vehicle allowing the axle to hang
freely.

b) Remove existing bump stop assembly
and retain fasteners.

c) Assemble Aeon rubber spring and
bracket as shown in the adjacent
diagram.

d) Mount Timbren assembly using OEM
fasteners.

e) Clamp Timbren bottom support onto
axle using fasteners provided. Tighten
nuts until snug.

f) Lower vehicle.

NOTES:

Check that brake line or brake cable

locations do not interfere with Aeon

spring.

Use rubber washer #3 and bolt #6 to
achieve desired ride height.

When removing OEM fasteners, use
penetrating fluid.

Do not exceed vehicle manufacturer's recom-
mended axle weight rating. Check for AEON®
interference with vehicle components - Under
load AEON® will “expand” in diameter.
