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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

A IMPORTANT: A magnetic pick up tool is recommended to assist with the installation.

Remove the end caps on the side bars before beginning installation.

Unbolt the conduit on the chassis and run the rear bracket behind the conduit. Attach the rear mounting brackets to the
frame using the %2” x 1 ¥4” hex head bolts, ¥%” lock washers, %2” flat washers, and %2” treaded nut plate as shown. Do not
tighten. (See illustration1). (Longer side of side bar goes toward the front)
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3. Attach the front main bracket to the underside of body as shown in the diagram. Use 3/8” dual bolt plate, 3/8” lock
washers, 3/8” flat washers. Do not tighten. (See lllustration 2). Next, attach front auxiliary bracket to the underside of the
frame as shown with 3/8” single bolt plate, 3/8” lock washer, and 3/8” flat washer. Do not tighten. Now attach the front of
the auxiliary bracket to the front main bracket with a 3/8” hex bolt, 3/8” lock washer, (2) 3/8” flat washer, and 3/8” hex nut.

Do not tighten.

4. Hold the sidebar up to the front and rear brackets and attach with ¥2’-13 x 2” hex head bolts, ¥2” lock washer, and %’ flat
washer. Do not tighten. (See lllustration 2).

5. Align the side bar and tighten all bolts. Fasten 2" fasteners to 65 ft. Ibs. and 3/8” fasteners to 35 ft. Ibs. of torque.
Recheck bolts periodically.

1. Hardware’s are not of correct size.

In GMC / Chevrolet truck model 2006 & up, customer needs to reuse the factory body bolts to install the bracket. If your vehicle is not
GMC / Chevrolet 2006 & up, ensure that holes are not partially covered with any plastic grommet or rust? If it is, remove the plastic
grommet & rust from the thread holes & re-try the installation.

Mounting Bracket are not getting Installed properly.

In some cases lllustration images shown in Installation manual may not be the exactly same as per actual vehicle images ,also if Driver /
Passenger side mounting brackets are very identical in the design, suggest referring Parts Identification guide to avoid fitment issue.
Products are thumping / rattling after installation.

Ensure that all required mounting brackets / hardware’s are installed & tighten correctly. Suggest using white lithium / regular grease
between the metal to metal contact surfaces.

Side Bar is not aligning with vehicle / Step Pads are not aligning with vehicle doors.

Side bar may be interchanged or mounting brackets are not installed at the correct position in the vehicle. Refer Parts identification guide.
