Start the installation under the Driver/Left side of the vehicle. Locate the front body mount. Remove the
front body bolt. Note: 2019 1500 models have a factory flat body washer. 2020 25-3500 models have a
factory cupped body washer and require a 12mm Flat Washer to create a flat surface for Mounting
Bracket installation, (Figures 1 & 2).
Select the Driver/Left Front Bracket. Line up the upper slot on the Bracket with the body bolt hole.
Determine the model of the vehicle

a. For 2019 models Reuse the factory body bolt to attach the Bracket to the top of the body mount.

(Figures 3 & 4).
b. For 2020 models Reuse the factory body bolt and (1) 12mm 24mm Small Flat Washer to attach
the Bracket to the top of the body mount. (Figures 3 & 4).

Move to the center mounting location, (Figure 5). Repeat Steps 1 & 2 to attach (1) Center Support
Bracket to the center body mount, (Figures 6 & 7).
Move to the rear mounting location, (Figure 8). Repeat Steps 1 & 2 to attach the Driver/Left Rear
Mounting Bracket to the rear body mount, (Figures 9 & 10).
Carefully unwrap and select the Driver/Left Sidebar. Use the illustration above to help identify the correct
Sidebar. With assistance, line up the front end of the tube with the front Bracket slot, (Figure 11). Use
(1) 1/2” Hex Bolt, (1) 1/2" Lock Washer and (1) 1/2” Flat Washer to attach the front end of the Sidebar
tube to the Front Bracket, (Figure 12). Do not tighten hardware at this time.
Attach the Sidebar to the Center Support Bracket using (1) 8mm Combo Bolt, (Figures 13 & 14). Do not
tighten hardware at this time.
Repeat Step 5 to attach the rear end of the Sidebar to the Rear Bracket, (Figures 15 & 16).
Level and adjust the Sidebar as necessary and fully tighten all hardware.
Repeat Steps 1—8 for Passenger/Right Sidebar installation.

0. Do periodic inspections to the installation to make sure that all hardware is secure and tight.

To protect your investment, wax this product after installing. Regular waxing is recommended to add a protective layer
over the finish. Do not use any type of polish or wax that may contain abrasives that could damage the finish. Mild soap
may be used also to clean the Sidebar.

If your vehicle is not
GMC / Chevrolet 2006 & up, ensure that holes are not partially covered with any plastic grommet or rust? If it is, remove the plastic
grommet & rust from the thread holes & re-try the installation.

2. Mounting Bracket are not getting Installed properly.

In some cases lllustration images shown in Installation manual may not be the exactly same as per actual vehicle images ,also if Driver /
Passenger side mounting brackets are very identical in the design, suggest referring Parts Identification guide to avoid fitment issue.

3.  Products are thumping / rattling after installation.

Ensure that all required mounting brackets / hardware’s are installed & tighten correctly. Suggest using white lithium / regular grease
between the metal to metal contact surfaces.

4. Side Bar is not aligning with vehicle / Step Pads are not aligning with vehicle doors.

Side bar may be interchanged or mounting brackets are not installed at the correct position in the vehicle. Refer Parts identification
guide.

5.  Missing / Excess Hardware.

Recheck hardware count as per the part list.

6.  Product not installing properly.

Ensure make model year, cab length and bed size of your vehicle is listed in the application. All installation steps are followed correctly.
