PROCEDURE
1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.
Carefully read and understand all instructions before attempting installation.
Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim.

NOTE: Trimming may be needed if reusing the factory inner fenders!

2. Starting on either side of vehicle. Remove plastic clips along the inner factory fender. Unbolt the 3 bolts on the inner
fender as seen in Figure 2. Once all of the plastic clips are removed, carefully pull the factory fender flare off. See Figures
14

3. Remove any plastic clips that are still attached to the vehicle. Note: Clean fender area if needed.

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4. Locate 1 Rear Fender (Item 1/2), Black Welting (Item 7), and Double Sided Tape (Items 4-6). Attach double sided tape
along the outer rear fender. Then attach the black welting on to the double sided tape. Refer to Figure 5-6 .
Note: Trim welting to make sure that holes along the fender are not covered.
Note 2: The welting will require triangles to be cut into the flat portion to allow it to flex around the corners. Ensure that
the rounded side of the welting is facing up when applied

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5. Align Rear Fender with the vehicles fender area and loosely secure using the provided M6 hardware. Refer to Figure 7.
6. Assemble the Filler Panel (3) using the short M6 hardware. See Figures 8-9
7. Align and adjust Rear Fender as needed and then tighten hardware: M6 to 12 ft-1bs.
