1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.

3. Locate (1) Front Mounting Bracket (Item 2) and loosely install it to the front mounting location on the rocker panel using 

the supplied M8 hardware (Items 6-8). See Figure 3 for reference.

5. Locate (1) Rear Mounting Bracket (Item 4) and loosely secure the bracket on the rear rocker panel mounting locations with 
the supplied M8 hardware (Items 6-8). See Figure 5 for reference.  

6. Repeat Steps 3 through 5 for the opposite side of the vehicle. Note: See Figures 6 & 7 for the correct bracket orientation.
